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MOUNT CHARLESTON AND LEE
CANYON RECREATION AND SKI AREA

Mount Charleston

An evergreen oasis (and your perfect getaway)
can be found just outside of Las Vegas, at
Mount Charleston. Actually, that name refers to
just one of the many peaks in the 316,000-acre
Spring Mountains Recreational Area, but at
11,900 feet high, it's little wonder why Mount
Charleston gets top billing, or why nearly 1
million hikers make the 45-minute drive every
year. It's a great location to cool down and
climb up. The area supports a variety of trees
from pinion pines, junipers and ponderosas,
as well as prehistoric bristle cones and quak-
ing aspens up near the timberline. This is also
home to a range of wildlife, including Rocky
Mountain elk, desert bighorn sheep, mule
deer and the occasional herd of wild Nevada
mustangs. To get the natural history of the
Spring Mountains and how Native Americans
spent their summers here to escape the heat
in the valleys below, stop by the U.S. Forest
Service's Visitor Center. It's your gateway to the
region, offering entertaining and informative
exhibits including a 360 view from atop Mount
Charleston. Afterward, walk over to the Silent
Heroes of the Cold War National Memorial, a
twisted propeller statue dedicated to the 14
men who crashed on the mountain in 1955
during the development of the U-2 spy plane.
Mount Charleston Cabins (702-872-5408)

and The Retreat on Charleston Peak
(702-872-5500) offer food and rooms for
visitors; there is no fuel service available on
the Mount Charleston highway.

Lee Canyon Ski Area

Lee Canyon and Mount Charleston are
connected by Highway 158. Lee Canyon
offers snow skiing in the winter months and
sightseeing and hiking in the summer and
fall. With 195 acres of lift-served terrain and
another 250 acres of terrain you can hike

to, you can prepare for an epic adventure.
Stop for a bite to eat at the Big Horn Girill or
Bristlecone Bar and then take a scenic drive
through Joshua trees as you return to U.S. 95.
There are no services available in Lee Canyon.

VALLEY OF FIRE STATE PARK

Valley of Fire State Park is a must-see while
you are visiting Las Vegas. Whether you are
coming for the Super Bloom or craving a
scenic drive, Valley of Fire State Park can be
reached by using either |-15 or the Northshore
Drive. Valley of Fire derives its name from the
spectacular red sandstone formations formed
during the time of the dinosaurs 150 million
years ago. This area was home to the Anasazi
Pueblo farmers. There are many exquisite
examples of rock art left by these ancient
people at several sites within the park. There
is also a large variety of desert animals and
reptiles located within the park boundaries.
A visitors information center, located within
the park, includes exhibits on the geology,
prehistory and ecology of the park. There
are camping sites, picnicking sites and hiking
opportunities for visitors. Always check with
the visitors center for information on any
hiking questions; call 702-397-2088.

Lost City Museum

The Lost City Museum features collections

of the early Pueblo Indians in the Southwest.
This museum is a journey through the Native
American culture of this area, starting 10,000
years ago through about 1000 A.D. The muse-
um also features exhibits relating to Mormon
farmers who settled in the valley in 1865. The
Lost City Museum is located on Highway 169.
For more information call 702-397-2193.

Lake Mead National Recreation Area

The Northshore Drive of Lake Mead National
Recreation Area, Highway 167, can be reached
by traveling highways 147 or 166. The view

of Lake Mead, created by the completion

of Hoover Dam in 1935, is spectacular from
Northshore Drive. You may want to stop and
have lunch at one of the many marinas or just
take in the view from Northshore Drive. This is
a great day trip that will take you to Valley of
Fire State Park, Lost City Museum and the rural
communities of Logandale and Overton. You
can use |-15 for a quick return to Las Vegas so
you can get back to the party.

RED ROCK CANYON
CONSERVATION AREA

Red Rock Canyon National Conservation
Area, managed by the Bureau of Land
Management, is located 20 miles west of
Las Vegas and frees you to tap into your
wild side. This 197,000-acre area provides a
13-mile scenic drive, more than 30 miles of
hiking trails, picnic areas, and a visitors
center with exhibit rooms and a bookstore.
The Red Rock National Conservation Area
offers a unique opportunity to observe some
of the best examples of the Mojave Desert.
More than 1 million visitors each year enjoy
the unique desert landscape, climbing

and hiking opportunities, and informative
programs offered by the BLM.

Scenic Drive

The 13-mile scenic drive is a one-way road,
and bicycles are allowed. Hiking trails, sight-
seeing and photo opportunities abound in
this spectacular setting. The scenic drive is
open daily from 6 a.m. to dusk. For more
information, call 702-515-5350.

Interpretive Activities/Visitors Center
